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Folly Bridge

As you approach Folly Bridge (from the city centre direction) you will see the Head of the
River pub. Walk over the bridge; you will then see a sign for Salter’'s Steamers Ltd.
Walk down the steps by the Salter’s office and then up the red iron steps at the back of
the yard. You will see the sign/doorbell for Minervation.

Travelling By Car

Minervation is situated in the centre of Oxford, unfortunately there are no parking
facilities at the Minervation offices therefore if you are traveling in from surrounding
areas it is recommended that you use the Park & Ride services, as detailed on page 2.



Should you wish to drive into the centre of Oxford the nearest car park is the Westgate

(OX1 1NZ) on Oxpens Road (see map on page 1).

Note: for long stays the charges for

parking here are expensive, over 4-8+ hours will cost £10-£20.

Park & Ride
Park & Ride services are available at Pear Tree, Water Eaton, Seacourt, Redbridge and
Thornhill and run every 10-15 minutes (see the map below for the Park & Ride service).

Below details more information about three (of the five) Park & Ride services that
operate in Oxford.

Redbridge Park & Ride (300). This Park & Ride is the nearest service to the
Minervation offices.

You will need to get off the bus in St Aldates (which is right at the bottom of
the Abingdon Road, and opposite the Police Station). Walk back up the road
and just after the set of traffic lights you will see the Head of the River pub,
Folly Bridge pub on your left. Follow the Folly Bridge directions as detailed on
page 1.

On the return journey you will need to catch the bus from outside the Police
Station in St Aldates (Bus Stop P1).

Thornhill Park & Ride (400)

The nearest stop to the Minervation office is on Speedwell Street. On your
return journey you will need to catch the bus outside Millets on Queen Street
(Bus Stop F5) - see Map on page 1.

Seacourt Park & Ride (400)

The nearest stop to the Minervation office is on Queen Street - see Map on
page 1. You will need to walk down into St Aldates, past Christchurch College
(on your left), past a set of traffic lights. Continue past the Police Station on
your left. Follow the Folly Bridge directions as detailed on page 1.

On the return journey pick up the bus from the Speedwell Street (Bus Stop S1).
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Travelling By Train

Arriving at Oxford’s train station (OX1 1HS) there are three options to get to the
Minervation offices.

Walking

It is @ 15 minute walk from the train station to Folly Bridge. As you come out of the road
entrance to the train station cross over the road onto Park End Street (Finders Keeper
shop opposite). Walk along the path and then turn right on to Holybush Row/Oxpens
Road, you will pass the Honey Pot pub, Oxford Cherwell Valley College and the Oxford
Ice Rink. Continue past the Westgate Car Park/ Duke of York pub. Keep on the path to
the left - this then leads you into Speedwell Street (Wharf House pub to your right).

At the end of Speedwell Street you will come to a set of traffic lights (with Oxfordshire
Country Council - Speedwell House on your left. Turn right at the traffic lights onto St
Aldates (Police Station on your left). Just after the next main set of traffic lights, on the
left, you will see the Head of the River pub, Folly Bridge. Follow the Folly Bridge
directions as detailed on page 1.

Bus

You can catch the City X3 Abingdon bus (Bus Stop R3, runs every 10 minutes). You will
need to get off the bus in Speedwell Street (Bus Stop S1). Turn right at the traffic lights
onto St Aldates (Police Station on your left). Just after the next main set of traffic lights,
on the left, you will see the Head of the River pub. Follow the Folly Bridge directions as
detailed on page 1.

On your return journey, you can catch the City 5 from the same bus stop (S1 on
Speedwell Street, runs every 10-15 minutes).

Taxi
You can get a taxi from outside the train station. Inform the taxi driver you wish to go
to the Salter’s Boat Yard on Folly Bridge (near the Head of the River pub).
